As long as the standard was raised high, the enemy was losing, but when the 

standard wearied and began to lower, the enemy began to prevail. Joshua, 

Aaron, and Hur all had vital roles to play in that victory. Because Aaron and 

Hur kept the hands of their standard bearer lift, Joshua discomfited or 

defeated the enemy. These men were unified in their endeavors and committed 

to their respective responsibilities!
